Features Emerging Artists

As we approach the end of the sec-
ond decade of the millennium,
the cultural scene in Guatemala has
been incubating a new generation of
artists who have unstoppable drive
and passion. The Artist’s Circle and
Artin the Americas Gallery have been
closely following the thought-pro-
voking and challenging work by more
than 20 promising, emerging artists
in Guatemala.

They unite in Talento Crudo (Raw
Talent), a juried exhibit coming this
month to La Antigua Guatemala that
features painting, drawing, photogra-
phy, sculpture, textile art and installa-
tions by up-and-coming artists from
the region.

More than offering a diversity of
styles, themes and subject matter,
most of the works in Talento Crudo
evolve around our everyday experi-
ences.

Coinciding with the 10th anniver-
sary of his death, an exhibition of
works by maestro Roberto Gonzalez
Goyri, whose striking murals adorn
several landmarks in Guatemala City,
is on display at Casa Santo Domingo
del Cerro in La Antigua Guatemala.

The exhibition, which continues
through Feb. 4, features the most
complete samples of Gonzalez
Goyri’'s work, including a series of
blueprints for unfinished public spac-
es, original paintings, pencil sketches
and sculptures.

“With this exhibition-tribute, the idea
is to keep alive the love and legacy of
this artist for current and future gen-
erations,” explains Verénica Gonzélez
Pérez, president of the Gonzélez Goyri
Association for Culture. “It certainly
does not go through each stage of his
work, although it does include a broad
and representative amount of his dif-
ferent facets as a sculptor, painter and
muralist, which will allow the public to
form a concept of his work.”

The exhibition includes two digitized
murals: “The Religion in Guatema-
la, Its Pre-Hispanic, Syncretic and
Contemporary Roots,” the original
being at the Museum of Anthropol-
ogy and Ethnology in the capital;
and “Social Security in Guatemala,”
showing the exterior facade of the
Guatemalan Social Security Institute
(IGSS) auditorium. Personal photo-
graphs of the artist, his works and
fellow artists of his time are part of
the exhibition.

Public works by Gonzalez Goyri
(1924-2007) include the western fa-
cade of the Banco de Guatemala,
the eastern facade of the National
Mortgage Loan, and the imposing
sculpture of famed Maya ruler Tectn
Uman on Boulevard Liberacion.

“This collection is a way to show ap-
preciation for him, as well as to hon-
or one of the most representative
artists of the plastic arts in Guatema-
la,” said Ana Claudia de Suasnavar,
director of museums at Casa Santo
Domingo.
